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What is the UCAT, and do | need to sit it?

The University Clinical Aptitude Test (UCAT) is an admissions test used by the
UCAT ANZ Consortium of universities in Australia and New Zealand for their
medical, dental and clinical science degree programmes.

The test helps universities to select applicants with the most appropriate abilities
and professional behaviours required for new doctors and dentists to be
successful in their clinical careers. It is used in collaboration with other admissions
processes such as interviews and academic qualifications. It is also an opportunity
to stand out from other applicants and demonstrate aptitude for a demanding
programme of study.

Please note that some pathways to medicine/dentistry/clinical sciences will not
require the UCAT, and a different test may be required. For details, candidates
should refer to the websites of the universities to which they intend to apply.

The sections of the UCAT are

Verbal Reasoning: Assesses the ability to critically evaluate
information presented in a written form.

Decision Making: Assesses the ability to make sound decisions and
judgements using complex information.

Quantitative Reasoning: Assesses the ability to critically evaluate
information presented in a numerical form.

Situational Judgement: Measures the capacity to understand real
world situations and to identify critical factors and appropriate
behaviour in dealing with them.
